43. Title: United Nations Emergency Force - 2. Records, 1973-1980 

Description: The United Nations Emergency Force (UNEF) was reconstituted in 1973 in order to supervise the cease-fire, and prevent recurrence of hostilities in the aftermath of the Yom Kippur War. It was stationed on the cease-fire line in Egypt. 
Contents: Included is correspondence, cables, reports, press releases, accounts, working papers, maps, printed material, and other documents, 1973-1980, for UNEF-2's Central Registry; also from the Office of the Force Commander, including the Engineering, Air Operations, Medical, Logistics, and Military Personnel Branches; the Office of the Chief Administrative Officer; and the Officer-in-Charge of UNEF liquidation. These document all aspects of the operations and administration of UNEF-2. 
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
