Description: The United Nations Military Observers in Greece's (UNMOG) task was to investigate incidents along the Greek borders and to make periodic reports. 

Contents: Records consist primarily of correspondence, and include many complaints of frontier violations from Albania, Bulgaria, and Greece. Other correspondence concerns the Greek- Bulgarian Frontier Commission, as well as general matters concerning UNMOG's task. Correspondents include the Principal Observers, and the Greek Liaison Service. Other records include legal documents concerning privileges and immunities of UNMOG members; and a lease for premises in Thessalonike (Salonika).
